A Work and Career Readiness Online Supplement 

JA Connect Learning Pathways is Junior Achievement’s first self-guided student experience, featuring 
a flexible, modular repository of activities related to work and career readiness. The online activities 
give students an opportunity to acquire knowledge and to apply and practice new skills and behaviors 
inside or outside of the classroom. The content is relevant to JA Career Success® and other JA 
programs in the Work and Career Readiness Pathway, and extends or enhances classroom content. 
The self-guided activities can also be used independent from a JA program.

JA Connect Learning Pathways will become a key component of a badging and certification program 
because it will allow students to develop and demonstrate skills and behaviors within each competency 
at increasing levels of difficulty. Content related to JA’s financial literacy and entrepreneurship 
competencies are being added.

KEY FEATURES
• Self-guided activities aligned to reinforce and extend work and career readiness content

• Bite-sized learning activities averaging 5–10 minutes each

• Basic, intermediate, and advanced content navigating through increasing levels of complexity, 
with initial development focusing on intermediate and some advanced concepts

• Accessible online via a computer or mobile device

• Highly interactive, media-rich, scenario-based learning

• Suggested pathway through the content with freedom to choose among the topics, activities, 
and tools

• Stand-alone content (specific classroom experience not required) with suggested prerequisite 
content

• Provides access to the JA Digital Career Book for student exploration of career interests and 
high demand careers in their community and region
